Do not operate with a damaged cord or plug or after the machine malfunctions, has been dropped or damaged. Use authorized service for examination, electrical or mechanical adjustment or repair.

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Assembly Instructions

1.  Clean all parts of the machine before initial use.
2.  Assemble cover and bowl as shown in figure 1.

Operating Instructions

1. Plug unit into a properly grounded 120 volt power supply.

2. Be sure to keep hands and loose clothing away from the spinning head.

3. Fill spinning head with desired amount of sugar floss (1/8 cup = an average cone)

4. Turn on POWER switch to spin head.

5. Turn on HEAT switch.

6. Once the head heats up floss will begin to melt and create cotton candy.

7. Using a paper cone collect the cotton candy from the edges of the bowl in a circular motion.

8. Repeat steps 3-7 until the desired amount of cotton candy has been produced.

9. Turn OFF motor and heat switches when finished making cotton candy.

Cleaning

1. After a days use to remove the build up of sugar in the extractor head you MUST HEAT UP the extractor head to remove the screws and lid. Unplug unit.  Soak lid in water and wipe head clean with damp cloth.

2. Remove bowl and wash with soap and water. Use wash cloth to wipe clean and let dry. 

3. Use a slightly damp, non-abrasive sponge or non-abrasive towel to wipe clean the outside of the unit, wipe with a non-abrasive towel to dry. Do not use excessive water when cleaning this unit.
